Per the ART Title VI update in late 2023 (applicable to 2024-2026), 
the Vision Zero Equity Emphasis Areas include: 
(1) Census Block Groups with a Black, Indigenous, or people of color (BIPOC) population of 39.8% or more; and
(2) Census Tracts where 16.7% or more of households have a median income of $50,000 or less.
Data used for the analysis is from the 2021 American Community Survey 5-Year Estimates.
